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1 The words of Amos, who was among the sheepbreeders of Tekoa, which he saw concerning Israel
in the days of Uzziah king of Judah, and in the days of Jeroboam the son of Joash, king of Israel, two
years before the earthquake.

Many of the prophecies resemble the epistles of St Paul. St Paul would start with "Paul an apostle of
Jesus Christ" to introduce the author, and then "to the Romans" or "to the Corinthians" to introduce
the audience. The prophets would start with the author and then "in the days of" which kings. 

Amos is the author, from Tekoa - south of Jerusalem, which he saw concerning Israel (the audience)
in the days of Uzziah and Jeroboam II (time period).

Both King Uzziah and Jeroboam II were not good kings.

2 And he said:

“The Lord roars from Zion,
And utters His voice from Jerusalem;
